How to Automate Spoilersync and Plucker.

Once you have setup spoilersync and plucker you can make life even easier by setting up plucker to always run spoilersync whenever you update the channel.  To do this go into plucker and select configure the selected channel.
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check on “Execute a command before spidering this channel” enter in to the text field the path to spoilersync surrounded by quotes for the default installation of spoilersync enter "C:\Program Files\SpoilerSync\spoilersync.exe" –a  (the –a tells spoilersync to run automatically).

Now every time you update the channel spoilersync is run automatically.

How to automate Plucker from GSAK

Once you have plucker setup to automatically run from plucker,  you might want to complete the automation by firing off a download to your palm automatically from GSAK. 

Within GSAK first create a filter which shows only the caches you wish to export to the palm and give it a name – I have called mine “Near Home”.

Then Create a GPX export which creates the file spoilersync uses and save the settings with a name - I have called mine “Mine”.

Now we need to create a macro that runs all of these automatically to do this create a text file and enter the following commands:

FILTER Name="Near Home"

EXPORT type=GPX Settings="Mine"

RUNPGM pgm="C:\Program Files\Plucker\plucker_desktop\plucker-desktop.exe" parms="-a"
I shall now explain each line of the macro:

FILTER Name="Near Home" – Says to GSAK to run the filter called Near Home.

EXPORT type=GPX Settings="Mine" – Says to GSAK to export a GPX file using the saved settings called Home.

RUNPGM pgm="C:\Program Files\Plucker\plucker_desktop\plucker-desktop.exe" parms="-a" – Runs the plucker desktop and updates all channels (-a specifies all channels) to specify an individual channel replace –a with 

–update-selected “spoilers” which would update a channel called spoilers.

Save the text file in the GSAK Macro directory which is usually: c:\program files\GSAK\macros with a descriptive name like “Export to Palm” then running it is simply a matter of selecting File>Run Macro from the GSAK menu and choosing the macro file.  Then sit back and watch everything happen automatically.
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
